He 
has also studied at the Ecole Nationale d’Administration in 
Paris. 

Born in 1957, a British civil servant since 1979, Robert has 
served in the Commission since 1993: as Director General for 
Health and Consumer Policies from 2004 to 2010, as a 
Director in DG Trade, and in the Cabinet of Sir Leon (now 
Lord) Brittan, European Commission Vice-President.
